This would not be a service in the style of First Sunday, aimed primarily at children,
but primarily a service for adults for whom our normal Eucharistic pattern is currently,
for whatever reason, inaccessible. It would probably occur on the fourth Sunday of
each month at 10.30am, following on from a formal Eucharist earlier in the morning,
and preceded by a breakfast/brunch where the two congregations might meet and con-
verse. Unlike First Sunday, activities for children would be provided in the Living Room,
giving those who come with children space in the main building to worship and reflect
in forms that are appealing to them as adults. The plans are at a very early stage, and
we are just beginning the process of consultation, both with those for whom the ser-
vice would be intended, as well as the current congregation.

What must be stressed at this point, however, is that this is not part of some sinis-
ter plan to abandon liturgical worship, evict the choir or - God forbid! - replace our
Prayer Books with iPads. Rather, it is but an expansion of our commitment to offer wor-
ship to the Almighty that is accessible to all, complementing our already diverse forms
of worship in our weekly cycle of prayer and thanksgiving. It may prove fruitless, but to
embark upon this process of exploring how we might reach groups currently absent
from our regular congregation, whilst upholding St Paul’s assertion that ‘we who are
many are one body, for we all partake of one bread’ (1 Cor. 10.7), is both important and

essential if that body is to remain lively and healthy in the years to come. Dan

SAINTS ALIVE!

Feb 3rd: ANSGAR Patron saint of Scandinavia.
Ansgar was born of a noble family near Amiens. He became a monk at Old Corbie
monastery in Picardy and later at New Corbie in Westphalia. He accompanied King
Harold to Denmark when the exiled King returned to his native land and engaged in
missionary work there. Ansgar's success caused King Bjorn of Sweden to invite him
to that country, and he built the first Christian Church in Sweden. He became Abbot
of New Corbie and first Archbishop of Hamburg about 831, and Pope Gregory IV ap-
pointed him Legate to the Scandinavian countries. He laboured at his missionary
works for the next fourteen years but saw all he had accomplished destroyed when
invading pagan Northmen in 845 destroyed Hamburg and overran the Scandinavian
countries, which lapsed into paganism. He was appointed first Archbishop of Bremen
about 848, and the See was united with that of Hamburg by Pope Nicholas I. Ansgar
again returned to Denmark and Sweden in 854 and resumed his missionary activities,
converting Erik, King of Jutland. Ansgar's success was due to his great preaching
ability, the austerity and holiness of his life, and the miracles he is reputed to have
performed. Though called "the Apostle of the North" and the first Christian mission-
ary in Scandinavia, the whole area lapsed into paganhism again after his death at Bre-
men on February 3rd.

Feb 15th: SIGFRID Bishop, Apostle of Sweden, c. 1045
Sigfrid was most probably and Englishman sent by King Ethelred to assist in the
evangelisation of Norway and Sweden in the 11th C. Two chronologies are possible.
He may have arrived in Sweden before the year 1000, in which case he could have
been the royal baptizer; or he may have sailed from England late in the company of
the Norwegian king Olav. He is known to have taken with him two fellow missionaries,
both of whom were eventually consecrated bishops. Sigfrid died in Vaxjo in around
1045( though a date as late as 1069 is also possible) and is much revered throughout
Scandinavia

From the Curate:

If there’s one thing that excites the opinions of churchgoers more than anything
else, it is what they like in their Sunday worship. While you might, reasonably, have
somewhat hazy opinions about Divine Providence, the nature of Christ’s presence or
otherwise in a Communion wafer, or the future of ecumenism, you will almost certainly
have very clear opinions about what constitutes ‘good worship.” Someone accurately
described your curate not so long ago as a ‘miserable traditionalist’ which, naturally, |
took as a compliment. A Book of Common Prayer Evensong, with canticles set by Or-
lando Gibbons and an anthem by Thomas Tallis, is, in my opinion, almost unrivalled as
an offering of praise and thanksgiving to the Almighty. Nonetheless, | realize that this
makes me somewhat of a weirdo by my generation’s standards (although, as | reminded
the schoolchildren not so long ago, living the life of faith means loving the weirdo). Suf-
fice to say, each one of us meets God in different ways, and what occasions an encoun-
ter with God will not be the same for a cerebral introvert with a love of language and
antique liturgy as for an unchurched thirty-five year old who engages with the world
through images and sounds relayed on her iPhone, for example.

There are principles which we all share, however. Cranmer wrote in his preface to
matins and evensong that when we worship, we ‘assemble and meet together to render
thanks for the great benefits that we have received at [God’s] hands, to set forth his
most worthy praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask those things which are requisite
and necessary as well as for the body as the soul’: wonderful words, and the splendour
of our Benefice is that Cranmer’s description of worship is as true of our Prayer Book
evensongs as it is of our worship on First Sunday, Squeals and Wheels, or lona morning
prayer. Even if our expressions of worship are now plural here at the beginning of the
twenty-first century, we do share fundamentals, and our ability to adapt and be open to
different groups and different experiences of faith even as we are one in the Body of
Christ is impressive. The Worship Committee appointed by Deddington’s PCC to con-
sider our pattern of worship reiterated the need to hold onto those clear fundamentals:
our worship must always be for God (rather than an expression of ‘what I like’), and that
we should order all our worship in such a way that it opens us up to the work of the
Holy Spirit who, daily, is transforming us into the image and likeness of Jesus Christ.

Our worship should, also, the PCC agreed last night, speak clearly of the God who
has come to us, and redeemed us, in Jesus Christ; it is ‘good news’ for all and, in that
sense, evangelistic. This doesn’t mean tub-thumping altar-calls and the Vicar orchestrat-
ing a Billy Graham Crusade in the Co-Op, but it does mean that it is our duty and our joy
to share our faith with those beyond our regular congregation. In particular, the PCC
thinks there would be value in exploring the possibility of one service a month that was
accessible to those in their thirties and forties, those currently missing from our Sunday
morning services.

I thought | would give you all an update in case you were wondering what I'd been
up to over the last 3 or 4 months.

Firstly, thank you for all your prayers and support since | started working with you
in October. I've really enjoyed becoming part of the community here in Deddington and
getting involved with what’s going on.

I've been regularly involved with our Boys’ Brigade Company, mostly with the Jun-
ior section but also with the Company section as well. We organise games and crafts for
the boys and | take a turn in leading the devotions for the Juniors. At the moment we
are looking at the miracles and parables of Jesus. Both the Junior and Company sections
recently won the Battalion football tournaments that took place in January, so if you
happen to see any Boys’ Brigade members please remember to congratulate them!

The Sunday School that was set up in Hempton late last year has been very suc-
cessful and has roughly 6-8 children involved with it. | hope that the Sunday School in
Deddington will also become a success; it continues to take place during the 10:30am
service on the second Sunday of every month.

I’'ve also been involved in the church’s work with Deddington Primary School and
have been regularly taking assemblies along with Hugh and Dan. I’'ve also used the
church’s links with the school to set up a Homework Club in the church.
