Advent – a time of looking forward, of waiting, of preparation. A time to get 

properly ready for our yearly remembrance of Christ’s coming to his world at the first 
Christmas and a time to contemplate his coming again at the end of time.  How might 
we ready ourselves?  If we follow the round of services for this season, that will help us 
a great deal.  We shall hardly be able to miss the season’s focus on Christ’s coming birth 
as the hinge on which history turns.  We shall be required in those services to look for-
ward to God’s coming to his world to save it from itself, required to recognise that eve-
rything is changed in that coming and required to acknowledge that in God’s time all 
shall be well for a world redeemed from it sinfulness.  

We can hardly miss the message if we come to Church on the Sundays of Ad-
vent.  But perhaps we can find ways this Advent of sharpening that message’s impact 
upon us, so that, come Christmas, our welcoming of Christ may be truly heartfelt.  Our 
Sunday attendance at Church will bring to the fore in our consciousness the doctrinal 
truths we already know – incarnation, the world’s redemption, its eventual consumma-
tion in Christ.  We know these truths and we shall not escape them, or wish to escape 
them, in our Sunday worship this Advent.  How might we, though, create the conditions 
for those truths to resonate in the depths of our beings? How might we permit those 
truths so to penetrate us that they change us radically?  How can we ensure that our 
getting ready this Advent is not just preparation for a well-worn Christmas routine that 
touches us only superficially but for a life-changing encounter with the living God and 
his astonishing love for us. 

I suppose we need to take time and find space to be astonished anew.  We 
need to step out of Advent-as-pre-Christmas-rush and into a stillness of contemplation 
of the astonishing idea that the God who made the universe has come to this world and 
to each of us, willing, God though he is, to accept the limitations and the suffering of 
being human, so that the world and we can be drawn into his divine life.  We need to 
find time to contemplate the answer to the question ‘Why would God bother?’  The 
answer is, of course, because God, astonishingly, is love rather than various other things 
we might have supposed a Supreme Being to be. 

So, if you can, find the time and the space outside Sunday worship to be aston-
ished afresh.  That is the best preparation for Christmas.  Find some time for reading the 
Bible and other material for the season (there is some in our Churches); if you like the 
internet, use our Advent Calendar on the website; or just sit quietly at home or in 
Church each day of Advent pondering for some minutes that great fact - Emmanuel, God 
with us; God with us in Jesus at the first Christmas, God with us always to the end of the 
age.  Astonishing.  Such contemplation should help us towards the heartfelt welcome 
we owe Christ this Christmas.  And it should help us to change and so to be ready when 
Christ comes again in his glorious majesty to judge the living and the dead.    Hugh

We would like to thank everyone who has offered sup-
port and prayer for us since the birth of our daughter, Ellen-
Jane Clare Bird - known as Ellie – who was born by caesarean 
section on Friday 8th October weighing 1lb 15 ozs (880 
grams). She was 12 weeks early. 

Ellie has been in SCBU – the special care baby unit – at 
the John Radcliffe hospital in Oxford since then. She started 
in the intensive care unit and in the last week of October was 
‘promoted’ to the HDU – high dependency unit.  She has 
good days and not so good days. She has progressed brilliantly although there have 
been many complications along the way. These have mainly been associated with her 
lungs – they have collapsed six times so far and while we are anxious in case this hap-
pens again, she has now been free of these very serious problems since she arrived in 
HDU. She is also off the ventilator that she had for the first few weeks to help her 
breathing. She has varying amounts of oxygen and air pumped into her lungs to help her 
breathe – the staff have tried to reduce this and she started struggling, so the air was 
increased again. We do have days where she gets seriously worse and these are pretty 
unpleasant. The staff are outstanding; they look after Ellie so well. Ellie has started to 
take milk in the past week and she is now feeding well. We have both had a cuddle with 
Ellie when she has been allowed out of the incubator. 

The support that so many of you have given us means so much, especially the kind-
ness of those people who gave or offered us lifts until Janet was allowed to drive again. 
Because of visiting we are pretty busy and may not get chance to say thank you in per-
son for a while yet. It has been a very rough time for Ellie and for both of us. However, 
we are now five weeks on and, while Ellie needs a lot of care, she slowly continues to 
improve.

From Sweden with Love 
 

 Last weekend, your tireless curate was sent on 
his (latest) adventure to film the consecration of Jan-
Olof Johansson as the new Bishop of Växjö, the twin 
diocese of Oxford. Having departed at 4am, I arrived in 
a snowy Uppsala at lunchtime and set about installing 
the various devices and cables that our tech-man extra-
ordinaire, David Rogers, had given me in a black brief-
case before departure (and the Vicar, in a plastic bag, in the early hours of Saturday, at 
the Park and Ride). David, as you no doubt already realize, is a sort of ecclesiastical Q 
to my ecclesiastical James Bond (…). I don’t know where that leaves the Vicar, but 
probably the part played by Judi Dench in the recent films (please keep this bit in, edi-
tor!). Our friends at Uppsala Cathedral were extraordinarily helpful, despite my inabil-
ity to speak Swedish, and before too long we had the cameras installed and were 
ready to broadcast Vespers.  
 The centrepiece of this broadcasting phenomenon, however, was the consecra-
tion of Jan-Olof on the following day, the last Sunday in the Church’s year, known by 
the Swedes as ‘Doom Sunday’. The place was swimming with clergy and bishops from 
across the globe, including the Bishop of Buckingham, and the good people of Uppsala 
had arrived en masse to witness the first visit of the Crown Princess, HRH Victoria, and 
her new husband, HRH Prince Daniel, to the Cathedral. It was also an important day in 
the life of the Cathedral since they were celebrating the ninetieth anniversary of their 
boys’ choir, a very distinguished musical ensemble from what I understood, and heard. 
It was a beautiful, and very moving, service, and Jan-Olof was delighted that we were 
able to communicate it to many beyond the cathedral walls. The broadcast went well, 
but for a few short interruptions, and was made possible largely by David’s remarkable 
ability to control the laptop from his study in Deddington; the man never ceases to 
amaze! 
 Do watch the services again, if you have not already seen them. You will soon 
notice how much we have in common with our brothers and sisters in the Church of 
Sweden: but for language, everything else is remarkably similar to an English consecra-
tion. Also the Church there faces many  challenges similar to ours, and there is a huge 
amount that we can learn from each other in our shared commitment to the gospel in 
northern Europe. I have come back convinced of the importance, both of our parish 
link with Jönköping and also of the Church of England’s bonds with Svenska Kyrkan 
through the Porvoo Agreement. If you’d like to read more about the trip, and to see 
some photos, do have a look at my blog at www.deddingtoncurate.blogspot.com.
