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 More dangerous still, though, is Christ as he asks us to recognise how we have 
taken shares in Worldliness inc, asks us to recognise our own compromises with the 
way the world goes, to recognise our own complicity with the unsatisfactory, our sub-
mission to and service of the worldly powers, to acknowledge our sinfulness in general.  
Jesus asks us for these recognitions and then invites us to change.  If we accept his 
challenge, it’s goodbye to the ego’s comfort-blanket of self-justification, chewing on 
which permits us to remain as we are, and hello to the wrecking-balls of honest self-
examination and repentance, which smash the ego to pieces. 
  
 ‘God with us’ looks comforting at first.  Then it looks threatening - get off my 
back, Jesus, leave me alone; I‘d rather you weren’t so pressingly with us – I want to be 
me.  Then it looks comforting again.  Thank you, Jesus, that I don’t have to be the me I 
find less than satisfactory.  Thank you that in coming to this world you changed every-
thing and made it possible (if everything can be changed, so can I) for me to change 
too. That change may endanger the me I currently am.  But to stay the me I am makes 
it impossible for the me I might and would like to be to come into being. And, espe-
cially at this New Year, I want to begin anew. Our New Year’s resolutions are towards 
this aim - to become the persons we know we should be and want to be. In Christian 
terms our resolve is to be absolutely submitted to Christ, who knows what we should 
be better than we ourselves and will help us, on the side of change as he is, into those 
new beings if we will let him, 
  
 “In the juvescence of the year came Christ the Tiger”, says the poet.  Particularly 
in the year’s young growth which is upon us now, we want to change and to grow. Let 
us succumb to that longing and risk the tangle – the passionate and dangerous tango - 
with the Tiger.  That will involve us taking on the status quo in the world and in our-
selves.  In taking them on we shall, God willing, help to change the world and we shall 
ourselves, scratched and bitten in encountering God though we shall be  – we shall be 
changed for the better.  
  
 So be it.  It may hurt, but may that dangerous, tigerish baby in the manger, the 
God with us who makes all the difference in the world, and can make all the difference 
in us, the painful but life-giving difference – may he not stand on sentiment but get his 
teeth into us this New Year.

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From the VicarFrom the VicarFrom the Vicar   

 Mary Coleridge’s poem Salus Mundi goes like this: 
 

I saw a stable, low and very bare, 
A little child in a manger. 

The oxen knew him, had Him in their care, 
To men He was a stranger. 

The safety of the world was lying there, 
And the world's danger. 

 
 That striking last line assaults Christmas sentimentality full on: sweet little baby 
looked after by the animals when nasty human beings wouldn’t open their hearts and 
homes to him - but before you go ‘Aaah’ and push your face towards the little bundle of 
joy in the manger, watch out!  - that baby already has teeth.   
  
 Yes, God with us means that the world will be saved.  God so loved the world….  
Baby Jesus is a bundle of joy, because he is the ultimate expression of God’s love – the 
Word made flesh, existing in total solidarity with us, happy to share our human nature 
and predicament, happy in the end to die as a human for us humans, God though he is.  
Love indeed – and we are rightly comforted as we recognise the depths of God’s love for 
us.  Nevertheless, the salvation of the world that Christ brings about through his death is 
threatening and dangerous to the worldly status quo.  There is going to have to be mas-
sive change for this world to become the kingdom of our God.  The world is going to 
have to be turned upside down and many people won’t like that one bit.  Sensing the 
danger to themselves embodied in Christ, the worldly powers seek to get their retalia-
tion in first – and that means danger for others.  The conflict between love and self-
assertion brings collateral damage.  The slaughter of the Holy Innocents, who are caught 
in the crossfire between good and evil, is an unsentimental reality check as to the true 
meaning of Christmas.   
  
 Checking reality as unsentimentally as we may, we still find that the essential 
truth of Christmas is that God is with us.  Knowing that truth, whatever else less pleasing 
we know, should make us feel profoundly safe.  Christ comes to us and will stay with us 
to the end of the age.  As St Paul has it, neither death not life, nor things present, nor 
things to come will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus.  And love 
conquers all.  We are safe in love’s embrace: the force is with us.  Nevertheless  though 
at the deepest level Christ is our safety, he is undeniably dangerous to us as we exist on 
the abrasive surfaces of the world.  Dangerous as he invites  us to stand with him against 
the worldly powers and the unsatisfactory status quo over which those powers preside 
and which they seek to maintain – for these worldly powers may, in the world’s terms, 
crush us, if we resist them.  

SAINTS ALIVE! 

January 11th: Mary SLESSOR, Missionary 1848-1915.   

Accepted for mission in Calabar, Nigeria, what Mary lacked 

in education as a working class mill girl, she made up for in 

her quick adaptation to the simple Efick language spoken 

by the natives..  She also enjoyed Bantu community food, 

loved children, adopting twins which hitherto had been 

thought evil and often put to death.  Politically, she was 

able to influence trade and took up the mantle of women 

often exploited by men as inferior labourers. 

 

January 19th: WULFSTAN, Bishop of Worcester, 1009-1095. 

Elected Bishop in 1062. for 25 years after his ordination, 

Wulfstan entered a monastery at Worcester.  Although 

unwilling to leave the monastery, he proved an able admin-

istrator and pastor when accepting the bishopric.  He nur-

tured church and state through the difficult transition 

from Saxon to Norman rule, his gentle nature ensuring 

peace.  Unmoved by flattery, never seeking patronage or 

rejecting the poor; in preaching, his congregations all felt 

the Holy Spirit inspired him; in judgement, when he had to, 

he was always merciful.  When praised, he ascribed it to 

the Lord—in short, he lived as true a Christian life as be-

comes any bishop.
